Speakers are local artisans or national figures such as Roy Underhill of The Woodwright’s Shop, or 

from museums including Colonial Williamsburg. 

In 2024, our meetings will occur Sunday mornings in January, May, July, September & November.   

In addition to the bimonthly meetings, PATINA hosts an annual Spring Dealer Sale and Auction in Damascus, MD    

For 2024, the Spring Sale will occur on Saturday, March 16 with dealer setup on Friday and Saturday.  Early bird admission 

during setup is $20.00.  General Admission is FREE and open to the public.    

Tailgating is also part of this event and extended a half mile in 2023.
